out of those exact same places where we thought all was lost. In other words,
looking at the whole arc of life, through the lens of Christianity, one could say
that we cannot get to the resurrection, to all of the good and extraordinary mo-
ments of life, without first wading through all of the muck and the messiness
that we feel going on inside of us and in the world around us.

Lent, therefore, is better viewed as an opportunity to begin again by taking the
ti me we needsdtod phbretstson haendrteo sl
the ways in which we might re-connect ourselves to that which is truly impor-
tant.

the kind of world that consumes us, drains our souls, dries out our hearts,
damps our spirits, and makes living more a series of duties than a kind of joyful
mystery.

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FIVE MINUTES AND A CANDLE
RESPONSE TO THE FEAR FACTOR

hen the Diocese of New Hampshire offered a

workshop for parish leaders in Province 1 enti-

tled Fear Factor, they hoped 20 participants
would attend each of three sessions offered throughout
New England. Instead of a total of 60 participants, the de-
sire for this workshop produced 60 registrants in each loca-
tion, sharing the resources and information with 180 parish
leaders to take home to their congregations!

We live in a largely fear-based culture. Media literacy goes a
long-way to raise our awareness of the perpetuation of fear
in advertising and other commercial endeavors. Our per-
ception of dangers is skewed by the amount of coverage
and the emotional impact of how information is presented.
Our brains are wired to strongly react
to fearful information. We are predictably irrational in our
decision-making in exposing ourselves and our loved
ones to fear-provoking sounds and images.

As followers of Christ, we have a gift and an ability to coun-
teract these forces with LOVE-based behaviors. We have
choices and can exercise control of how much we con-
sume screen media and other fear-based offerings. We can
decrease the time and energy spent with media and other
fear-promoting activities. We can increase our time and
energy spent in face-to-face relationships, with images of
the Holy. We can write and follow a Rule of Life that in-
cludes Sabbath, Simplicity and Silence. We aspire to re-
spond to and not react to the fear around and within us.

As individuals, this Lent, instead of giving up chocolate,
take on a discipline. Decrease exposure to fear. Increase
your exposure to the gifts God has made for us. Light a
candle and pray for five minutes a day. It will change your
life.

As parishes and stewards, we can use the same tools used
by the media to share God's reconciling love in the
world. Introduce a person whose story is moving. Connect
that story to a larger subject at hand. Discuss the subject
with statistics and analysis and close by returning to the per-
son with the moving story. This is reality. We can intro-
duce times of silence in our worship. We can use a Liturgy
addressing Fear, developed by the Diocese of New Hamp-
shire.
