Living Life On the ―Other Side‖ of Easter 
 

E 
aster Sunday, as is usually the case here at Christ Church, was a joyous 
celebration.  The view is always the best from where I sit up at the altar; 
the church was overflowing with smiling faces and the eager eyes of chil-

dren waiting to participate in our parish Easter egg hunt.  From up at the altar, I 
looked out upon loving families gathered together and dressed up for this memo-
rable occasion.  There is always such a wonderful spirit on Easter Day as we all 
cry out the ancient words that sum up our Christian faith: ―Alleluia, Christ is 
risen! The Lord is risen indeed, alleluia!‖ 
 

But what happens on the ―other side‖ of Easter? What happens after our Easter 
celebrations are over? What happens when we go back to work or to school or to 
any number of other responsibilities and pressures that can cause us to slowly 
creep away from the hope and assurance of our Easter faith? 
 

I am aware that these questions might be particularly challenging to us in this 
present moment.  We live in very anxious and fearful times given the state of the 
economy and the state of our world.  Many in our parish are struggling to find 
work in order to support their family and many others have recently been griev-
ing the illness or loss of a loved one.  And yet, as I mentioned in my last newslet-
ter article, life wasn’t all that easy for the earliest Christians following that first 
Easter Day.  They also were anxious and fearful and doubtful – they doubted 
themselves and they doubted the promises of Christ. 
 

So, what happened to them on the ―other side‖ of Easter?  How did they, in prac-
tical terms, ultimately come to make their Easter faith real amidst all of the ups and 
downs of their everyday lives so as to ultimately succeed in carrying on Jesus’ 
message? 
 

The short answer is that the earliest Christians struggled mightily.  Their transfor-
mation was not instantaneous.  They only learned how to live into their Easter 
faith gradually over the course of a long period of time.  As one biblical commen-
tator rightly notes about ―The Acts of the Apostles,‖ the book of the Bible that 
describes the fledgling Christian movement after the resurrection that we hear 
read in Church during the fifty-day Easter season,  
 

―we sometimes forget that between Jesus’ death, resurrection, and ascension 
and the time of the writing of ―Acts,‖ as many as 70 years have passed by … 
[so] what was happening [during all this time]? Believers were refining their 
understanding of who Jesus was, what he did, and what God was up to in 
this carpenter-preacher from Nazareth of Galilee. They shared their stories. 
They shared their thoughts. They debated. They argued. They fought. They 
held worship services in which certain words and phrases became common 
ways to talk about God and Jesus and the Holy Spirit. They created songs 
and hymns and spiritual songs. They lived what Jesus had taught and cared

A WOW of a Sunday  

On Pentecost 
 

M 
ay 31st will mark Christ Church’s celebration of 
Pentecost, the feast day which commemorates 
the day the Holy Spirit descended upon the 

Apostles.  We also  remember this day as the birthday of the 
Church. Holy Scripture tells us the story of a particular day 
when the Holy Spirit descended upon many disciples of 
many different languages; with the Spirit’s help, somehow 
everyone came to understand everyone else even though no 
one spoke the same language.  Despite many cultural and 
linguistic differences, they all worshipped God together and 
gave thanks.  Ever since that day, despite significant cultural 
differences and linguistic challenges, we who are Christian 
recognize each other as brothers and sisters in Christ – even 
when we may have different opinions about what that 
means, or what that requires of us.  
 

It is a sober thing to realize that the denominational differ-
ences among us often mark places of painful difference and 
dispute.  In some ways, the large number of distinctive 
Christian groups on the planet reminds us of how far we 
have to go until we are all united under Christ, our head. 
However, the great range of Christian belief and Christian 
practice also confirms the great variety of Creation itself, 
and the many faithful ways we can live under Christ to-
gether. We are a spiritual garden of every possible shade, 
shape, scent, and hue of Christianity, but, thanks to God,  
we are all still a part of the worshipping body of Christ. 
 

This year, when we gather to celebrate and baptize, and re-
member the first Pentecost, Adam and I want to ask each of 
us to do something specific to remember the power and the 
promise of the Church. When you come to church that 
Sunday, we will have some small WOW cards to pass out to 
everyone.  You will find them in your Sunday bulletin. 
When you get one, please take some time to fill it out so 
that you can add them to the alms basins during the Offer-
tory.  (We will also have a bit more time during the Offer-
tory so that everyone can take a moment to reflect.)  
 

The card will ask you two questions: ―What was one thing 
that you did this year that would bring a ―WOW‖ or a smile 
to Jesus’ lips?‖  In other words, how did you add to the 
mighty promise of the love and salvation of the church in 
your daily life this year? Did you help a child, donate some 
food, stand with someone who was dying, plant a tree? 
Please tell us, even if you do not sign your name. (No one 
has to sign the cards unless they want to do so.) The second 
question we will ask you is ―What can Christ Church do in 

this coming year to continue God’s good work in the 
world?‖ Please think about what you love already, and what 
vision God might be giving you for the next good things 
waiting to unfold in time. Please write down a sentence or 
two about that dream.  Stewardship certainly has to do with 
financial support of our church, but the thanksgivings for 
good work done, and the courage to dream of the next 
good things God could be calling us to do are also impor-
tant stewardship activities.  In June, we will select some re-
sponses to share with the whole church so that we all can 
continue to learn about what we, as the body of Christ 
Church, Andover, celebrate and dream about.

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for the poor and forgotten of the world. They grew in 
their faith and ultimately in their understanding of who 
Jesus really was and what he was really all about.‖ 

 

In other words, these early followers of Jesus committed 
themselves, in good times and in bad, to continue to gather 
together in order to begin to transfer their Easter faith into 
a new way of life – they struggled along until they were ulti-
mately able to figure out how to experience who they knew 
Jesus to be in their everyday lives. 
 

This is the slow and gradual process of conversion into 
which every Christian is called, at all times and in all places.  
We are called to live our lives ―on the other side‖ of Easter 
by struggling to learn how we can better experience our 
Easter faith in everyday, practical terms.  We are called to 
answer for ourselves just what it means for us and for our 
world to proclaim that ―Jesus is risen.‖  But we don’t have 
to make this journey alone. 
 

As we continue on, after Easter, the invitation is to follow 
the example of the early Christians and gather in commu-
nity to worship, hear scripture read, and participate in the 
ministry of reconciliation to which Christ has called us.  I 
invite you to come to Christ Church in this Easter season 
not only to worship with us but to get involved in new 
ways.  I invite you to come, wherever you are on your spiri-
tual journey, to share your thoughts; to ask questions; to 
debate (even argue); for it is my experience that only when 
we are willing to struggle and ―hang in there,‖ with others 
trying to do just the same, are we provided the grace and 
the guidance to better live into our Easter faith and say, not 
just with our heads, but with our hearts, ―alleluia, Christ is 
risen, the Lord has risen indeed, alleluia!‖
