The clergy (who do a lot of shaking hands, both before,
during, and after services) are taking special precau-
tions by using hand sanitizer, along with our ritual
ablutions, prior to the celebration of the Eucharist
and the distribution of communion.

During the passing of the Peace, some may wish not to
shake hands, but rather simply bow to one another
(like the Japanese do), or give a big smile and nod
as y O U say OPeace b
-- or perhaps a fist or elbow bump if you want to
be really cool about the whole thing. No one
should feel that someone is rude by not shaking
hands!

At Communion, some will feel safer by dipping the
edge of the wafer in the chalice rather than drinking
from the common cup, as is our tradition. If you
do intinct (a fancy wor
sure that you do not put your fingers into the wine!
Whether you dip or sip, please know that studies
have shown that because of the alcohol content in
the wine we use and the antiseptic properties of the
silver chalices, it is very unlikely that disease will be
transmitted through the use of the common cup.
